Los Alamos Commerce and Development
Corporation (Los Alamos, New Mexico, USA)
and Agency for Investments and Business
Development, JSC (Sarov, Russian Federation)

With the intention to extend international
cooperation in small and midsize business devel-
opment between Los Alamos and Sarov, and con-
sidering the significance of this co-operation ex-
pressed earlier by the Parties,

Los Alamos Commerce and Development
Corporation, hereafter referred to as "the Corpora-
tion", represented by Executive Director, Kevin
Holsapple, acting in accordance with the By-Laws
of the Corporation, as one Party, and Agency for
Investments and Business Development, hereaf-
ter referred to as "the Agency", represented by
General Director, Pavel S. Dydykin, acting in ac-
cordance with the By-Laws of the Agency, as the
other Party, hereinafter referred to as "the Parties”,
have concluded this Agreement as follows:

Article 1.
